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This class is a group study with alternating leaders 
with a discussion format.   We have not yet chosen the 
next book we will be studying.  Some being considered 
are:  Face Time With God  by Bill Johnson, The 3:16 
Promise by Max Lucado, Secrets Jesus Shared by 
Jennifer Kennedy Dean, and So What's The Difference 
by Fritz Ridenour.  Our group meets each Sunday 
morning at 9:45 a.m. in the Christian Lifestyles Room.  
Reid Johnson is the contact person. 
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This class has always been, and continues to be a 
study-of-the-Bible class.  Our text is the Bible and we 
are guided through it by our Uniform Lessons 
quarterly, The Present Word.  This publication maps 
out each 5 year cycle of Bible studies in quarters, 
dated for each Sunday.  Our teachers have the 
additional help of a Leaders Guide.  The class is a 
warm, welcoming group, bound together by old 
friendships, but will gladly push our circle of chairs 
back and make room for new members!  Our 
September–November study will take us through 
Genesis.  Teachers:  Ruth and Clyde Pope. 
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Bill Parmelee and Jerry Hawver lead the class 
beginning with the Old Testament, examining the 
numerous “Mighty Acts of God” so we can gain a 
better understanding of His awesome power and His 
love.  We then discuss how those mighty acts 
influence our own lives as well as the actions we 
continue to take today that compare to what people did 
in the biblical time period we are discussing. 
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As the name implies, the Parlor Class meets in the 
Parlor with its elegant and comfortable surroundings 
close to the kitchen and the treats served by Warren 
Phillips and Bill Navarro! 
 
A Bible-centered class, we study the Holy Scripture, 
using Bible commentaries. The format is group 
discussion, considering both the historical 
perspective and application of God’s word to living a 
Christian life. In 2006/07 we completed a study of 
Paul’s Epistles including: Romans, 1 & 2 
Corinthians, Ephesians, Philippians, Galatians, and 
Philemon, and 1 & 2 Thessalonians. We are 
beginning a study of 1 & 2 Kings.

This multi-generational 
group selects a book of the Bible for study, with 
different members taking turns leading the lively 
discussion.

They have also 
attended Walk Thru the Bible and other events 
as a group.  Each week, they also spend time in 
sharing and prayer.
